I consider patience a desirable virtue.  It is a fruit of the Spirit, alongside love and gentleness 
(Galatians 5:22-3).  Christ-like love is patient as well as humble (1 Corinthians 13:4).  The Scriptures

I want these virtues in my life, including patience.  But how do I get them?  How can I develop greater 
patience?  Often, in Scripture, patience is coupled with temptations, afflictions, sufferings and trials.  
It is by these means that God develops and refines our character, to be more Christ-like (see 1 Peter 
1:3-7). 
 

During this past year I have experienced a series of comparatively minor, but to me exasperating, 
physical challenges.  During the fall, my feet began hurting to the point of limiting my mobility: Fol-
lowing a number of medical appointments, orthotics were prescribed, which have given me consider-
able relief.  Then, over-exercising this spring, I injured my left hip; and though I have made significant 
progress since the initial injury (following which I could not even put on my own sock and shoe),

I chafe 
against all of this.  But it helps me to know that patience is a close kin to perseverance (in fact, the 
two words are often interchangeable in translating biblical texts from the original languages into Eng-
lish).  I have already learned how to persevere, even when the going gets tough.  So maybe I can start 
from there, and work towards developing greater patience. 
 

2 Peter 1:3-8 reminds us that growth into Christ-likeness is a step by step process which continues

There is no doubt that the camping season here at LCC is in full swing. We have over 650 campers registered for Family 
Camp 2010. The place is buzzing with activity even in the sweltering 90 degree plus heat. The soccer field is less active but 
hovering near the water is a popular afternoon activity. All age levels are engaged in the ministries offered, following the

In my last report for the May issue, we gave a status of the new Dining Hall Complex Project. We were working diligently 
and expeditiously toward getting to a state of completion so that the Town of Somerset would issue us a Temporary Cer-
tificate of Occupancy that would allow us to use the new facility in an incomplete state for the 2010 season. 
 

Mission accomplished and more! Through the help of a large cadre of volunteers of many skills and experience and age 
levels, we were far enough along on Friday July 2nd that we were issued a permanent, not a temporary Certificate of Occu-
pancy. This was a milestone event. Though the building is not complete in all the details, it is complete enough to use ef-
fectively and safely. We can now move forward with the finishing details at our own pace. We can continue to make effec-
tive use of volunteer help and minimize our use of contracted help. God has blessed us in this project for which we should 
be thankful. 
 

It is exciting to see the buzz of activity in this new facility. We have served meals to up to 490 people this week. Everyone 
seems to enjoy dining in the pavilion at the friendly round tables and super view of the surroundings and Lake Ontario as 
they eat and fellowship. We have classes in all three classrooms and also in the yet to be completed camp store space. The 
kitchen crew is really enjoying the spacious and comfortable kitchen and storage pantry as they prepare our meals. 
 

This is just the beginning of what will be an opportunity to grow the ministry opportunities of our camp for generations to 
come. Exciting stuff! 
 

The office staff, working with the Family Camp leadership, have worked on preparing materials, schedules and supplies for 
the camp ministries. The Buildings and Grounds and Housekeeping staff  have been busy preparing the entire grounds and 
buildings for the ministries of the season:  much mowing, cleaning, painting and general sprucing up the place has oc-
curred.  As most of you are aware, dust from our roads has become a nasty problem. We have treated many of the roads 
and are finding that this has reduced this problem to a tolerable level. 
 

As I always ask, please continue to pray for our staff and their strength and safety as we keep LCC ready for the needs of 
the ministries that this camp is here to provide.
